Source A: From a school textbook, written in 2001. It is describing the introduction of
the Prague Spring reforms of 1968.

Alexander Dubcek introduced a series of reforms which became known as the

Prague Spring. Czechs called his policies ‘Socialism with a human face’ He began

to make Czechoslovakia less repressive and announced free elections. Dubcek

also announced a reduction in the powers of the secret police. Dubcek wanted to
end travel restrictions to the West and allow all Czechs, and not just a few trusted 5
communists, to go there. By July 1968, Brezhnev, the leader of the Soviet Union,

had become concerned by these reforms.
